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Introduction
 
    
 
   Tunisian Crochet commonly called Afghan Crochet is a mixture of knitting and crochet techniques. It was originated in Afghanistan, and now there are its modern forms that are commonly used in the current atmosphere. You need to create dense and heavy weaves to make a Tunisian pattern as compared to normal crocheting. It will be quite interesting to know learn these artistic patterns because you can start with basic patterns and then move to advanced and complex designs. Once you become a master of the basics, you will try endless variations in it. 
 
   There is a basic difference between Tunisian crochet and other kinds of crochet are that one row is split into 2 parts and each phase is known as forward pass and reverse pass. In the forward pass, you need to cast stitches“on the hook” and in a reverse pass, you need to cast stitches“off the hook”. It is different than crochet and knitting because there is no need to turn the fabric because the facing side is always right. It is quite easy than traditional crochet and you can complete it in less time once you started doing it. There are numerous patterns that you can try to make socks, scarves, blanket and even pillows for small kids.
 
    It is important for you to focus on its basic, and once you become a master of the basics, you will be able to handle advanced projects as well. Initially, you have to practice basics again and again, then move to intermediate and then advanced projects. After enough practice, you will be able to bring variations in the patterns. It is quite easy; therefore, anyone can learn it. This book is particularly designed for you so that you can learn its basic to advanced technique. It is useful for any beginner and expert person because you will find some unique patterns for practice. Chapter 1 – Basics of Tunisian Crochet
 
    
 
   Tunisian crochet is a mixture of crochet and knitting and you can weave a tighter fabric as compared to traditional crochet and knitting practice. It all depends on the hook and yarn; therefore, you have to focus on the Tunisian hook. The hook is used to pick up and collect the stitches just like knitting. If you want to select the right hook, then read the label of yarn and see the suggestions for the hook size. The size may vary on the basis of weight and thickness of the yarn. Keep it in mind that Tunisian hook is different than regular crochet hooks because it is longer and have a hook at the end to avoid the stitches from sliding off. 
 
   The length of your Tunisian crochet hook will determine the width of the projects. The crochet hooks are designed and sold in the USA with the use of the lettering system to determine their sizes. The hook becomes larger with the advance alphabet. The average length of the hook may vary between 10” to 14”. The longer hooks are flexible enough, but if you are a beginner, then the longer hooks are not suitable for you.
 
   Advanced Tunisian crocheters can experiment the combination of traditional and Tunisian crochet. Tunisian crochet hooks are available in a craft store. You can buy them online as well, and the famous brands are Boye, Clover, and Susan Bates.
 
   Types of Tunisian Hooks
 
   There are different types of Tunisian hooks that you can buy as per your needs, such as:
 
   Tunisian Hook with Stopper
 
   It is a straight knitting needle with a hook at the ending point. The stopper is placed to keep the stitches secure from falling off the other side. The hook is typically 30cm long and you can make a good scarf and cowls.
 
   Double-Ended Tunisian Hook
 
   There is a hook on the both sides and these hooks work in the same way as the stopper works. With the help of these hooks, you can pay more attention to the stitches and keep the Tunisian crochet in the round.
 
   Tunisian Hook with Extension
 
   By using this hook, you can attach a cord of almost 15cm to make the hook longer to 1.5m or more. It is designed just like interchangeable needles, but with hooks. The cable has a stopper at the end to prevent the stitches from falling down.
 
   Which hook is the best for you?
 
   •       If you want to buy a crochet in a limited budget, then double ended hooks are perfect for you. The hooks will work like a stopper and you can work in the round without any trouble.
 
   •       If you are suffering from shoulder or wrist pain, then you can spend more on interchangeable hooks. The normal Tunisian hooks are heavy and if you are suffering from shoulder pain, then spend money on interchangeable hooks. These hooks are much lighter and you can use them comfortably. You can get plastic and bamboo hooks because these are lighter and a bit cheaper than others.
 
   •       It will be ideal to get a 30 cm Tunisian hook, but it is not strictly necessary because the size of the hook may vary. Your hook should handle 10 to 15 stitches and enable you to add more rows. The size and weight of the hook are based on the colors and weight of yarn.
 
   Right or Wrong Side
 
   In each row, the pattern will work in the forward direction from right to left, and the Return stitch runs from left to right. The right side of the work will always face you and unlike traditional crochet, you will get a double-sided look. In the sewing and crafting, the right side is a front side and the wrong side is the back side of the fabric. 
 
   Tips to Choose a Hook and Yarn
 
   A thinner yarn can be difficult to work because of the small stitches. It will be difficult for you to see the stitches. If you are a beginner, then it will be hard for you to work with the thinner yarn. It will be good to work on a heavy yarn because it will give you a larger look. With a thicker yarn, you need a heavy crochet hook to handle your design. You can easily make baby blankets, scarves and skirts with the help of heavy yarn and Tunisian crochet pattern.
 
    
 
   


 
   
  
 

Chapter 2 – Basic and Advanced Stitches
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   There are some basic to advanced techniques that you can follow, but before this, it is important to know some basic facts about Tunisian crochet:
 
   •       The Tunisian crochet stitches work in two steps, such as the forward pass and the return pass. In the forward pass, you can pick up stitches and leave on the hook, and you will get a chance to work them again in the return pass.
 
   •       While you are doing Tunisian crochet, there is no need to turn your work because the front will always face you.
 
   •       You will get different front and back of the fabric while you are doing Tunisian stitches. It means you can get a beautiful back as well, but it will be different from the front.
 
   •       You may need a bigger hook on the basis of the specific weight of yarn. The DK yarn requires 4mm hook and you can use 6mm while working with heavy yarn.
 
   •       You should learn all techniques properly before starting Tunisian. You should learn how making a chain.
 
   •       The Tunisian fabric can be heavy and dense, or you can make a light or airy fabric. It will depend on your stitches and weight of the yarn.
 
   •       It is really easy to mix Tunisian crochet and traditional crochet while working on a particular project.
 
   Basic Tunisian Stitches
 
   Tunisian crochet can be beautifully designed with the help of different colors of yarn and combination of various stitches. Following are some steps that will help you to learn the simple basic stitch:
 
   Stitch Pattern 01: Foundation Chain
 
   Foundation chain is the most important thing and it can be done just like a traditional crochet. Following are some steps for foundation single Tunisian crochet:
 
   Each foundation static will have one chain and one standard stitch. The foundation chain and the first row worked at the same time. You can make a loop start the foundation chain and it will  be the base of your whole pattern. For your convenience, there are some pictures that will make it easy for you to understand the foundation chain:

   Starting Loop
 
   Stitch Pattern 02: Foundation single crochet (Fsc)
 
   [image: Ch 2][image: Insert hook into 2nd ch from hook, yarn over and draw up a loop][image: This loop serves as the chain of the foundation stitch.][image: Yarn over and draw 1 loop on hook][image: 2 loops on hook][image: Yarn over and draw through both loops to complete the single crochet]

   Steps to Follow:
 
   1.    Start with Ch 2
 
   2.    Start the first foundation chain by inserting the hook in 2nd ch from hook and yarn over to draw a loop. This loop will be the foundation stitch.
 
   3.    Now make a single crochet and by yarning over and draw the one loop on the hook. There will be 2 loops on the hook, and you can yarn over and draw from side to side to complete the single crochet.
 
   4.    It is time to make a next foundation chain, and to do this, you can insert the hook in the chain of the previous foundation stitch and yarn over and make a loop. The foundation chain will be at the base of the foundation stitch so insert the hook under two threads at the base.
 
   5.    Now repeat step three and because the last two steps will help you to make the desired number of Fsc.
 
   Stitch Pattern 03: Foundation Double Crochet (Fdc)
 
   [image: Ch 4][image: Yarn over][image: Insert hook in 4th ch from hook, yarn over and draw up a loop][image: 3 loops on hook][image: Yarn over][image: Draw through 1 loop on hook]
 
    
 
   [image: Yarn over and draw through 2 loops again][image: Yarn over and draw through 2 loops on hook][image: One Fdc made]
 
    
 
    
 
   Steps to Follow:
 
    
    	Start with Ch 4.
 
    	Start making the first foundation chain via yarn over technique and draw up a loop. There will 3 loops on the hook.
 
    	Make the double crochet by yarning over and making via 1 loop on the hook. Repeat this procedure twice to complete the dual crochet.
 
    	Make the next foundation chain by yarning over and insert the hook in the chain of the preceding base stitch. You can draw a loop by a yarn over it.
 
    	Repeat last 2 steps to get the desired number of Fdc.
 
   
 
   These stitches will help you to make Fhdc (foundation half double crochet) and Ftr (foundation treble crochet). Start working in rounds and make the connection of the last stitch with the first one. You should sew the initial tails to secure the base of the stitches. You can use foundation stitches even in the more complex crochet by alternating the SC and dc patterns. 
 
   Stitch Pattern 04: Foundation Cluster (FCI)
 
   Start with the Ch 4 and make a beginning foundation chain. Yarn over and insert the hook in the 4th ch from hook, draw a loop after yarn over it. You will get three loops on the hook.
 
   You can make the cluster by yarning over the 1st loop on the hook. Yarn over via two loops on the hook and insert the look in the foundation chain. You can do it twice, such as yarn over and draw repeatedly through all 4 loops on the hook. You can carry on this process to complete the cluster.

   Stitch Pattern 05: Tunisian Simple Stitch (TSS)
 
   If you want to learn TSS, followings are some simple steps to make foundation row:
 
   Forward Pass: Initially, you will work with the starting chain and insert your hook in the back wallop of the second chain from the hook. By yarning over and drawing up a loop, you will get two loops on the hook.

   Now, insert the hook in the back wallop of the next chain, and yarn over and draw the loop. There will be 3 loops on the hook, and you can carry on the process to draw up a chain with loops.

   Reverse pass:
 
   It is time for a reverse pass, so yarn over and design the first loop on the hook.

   Yarn over and design the 2 loops on the hook and repeat the process until there will be only one loop on the hook. This one loop will be considered as a first stitch of the subsequent row.

   Work on Subsequent Row
 
   Forward pass: 
 
   Your hook will be inserted in the front vertical bar of the second st.

   Yarn over and design a loop.

   Repeat stitches across the last one and at the last stitch, you can insert the hook under both front and back bars. It is time to draw up a loop.

   Reverse Pass:
 
   Yarn over and design via 1 loop. Each stitch will be a yarn over and design through the 2 look, and you will continue this process to get only a single loop on the hook.

   Stitch Pattern 06: Tunisian Dual Crochet  (Tdc)
 
   Following steps will help you to follow this stitching pattern:
 
   Start with ch-2 to get maximum height.

   Yarn over and pop in hook after the next perpendicular bar
 
    [image: crochet_tdc_2] 
 
   Yarn over again and pull up a loop.
 
    [image: crochet_tdc_3] 
 
   Now yarn over and drag via two loops on the hook.

   Your onward Tdc is complete and you may carry on to work the remaining work by working in the rows.

   Note: This stitch can be worked in the foundation chain and does not require a row of Tunisian simple stitch to start off.
 
   Stitch Pattern 07: Twisted Tunisian Simple Stitch (Twtts)
 
   It is formed by completing a simple stitch with the use of back vert. bar. Following instructions will help you in this process.
 
   Start a chain of the desired length to work on the foundation.

   Row One Frontward: Pop in hook into the initial chain space from the hook and yarn over and drag a loop. Interleave into next chain space and yarn over and grab the loop. Repeat this process and keep all loops on the hook.
 
   Now repeat from yarn over and pull back via one loop. You can continue this process until there will be only one loop on the hook.
 
   Stitches:
 
   Row two onward: Move hook on the front vertical bar of the subsequent threat, catch the thread and pull it back to expose the back perpendicular bar. Move between two bars via the fabric. Bring the hook back to the frontage panel and yarn over to build up a loop. Carry on this process to keep all loops on the hook.
 
   Row Two Return: Yarn over and pull back via one loop. Yarn over and grab via two loops and repeat the process to have only one hook on the loop.
 
   Stitch Pattern 08: Tunisian Purl Stitch
 
   Just like knitting, the Tunisian crochet also works well with the purl rows to design a unique pattern to your design. The yarn is used in the front of the work to create horizontal wallops. The second row of this series will be a reverse row, and it worked just like Tunisian simple stitch. See the following images to know the pattern of Tunisian Purl Stitch:

   Forward Row:
 
   Keep the yarn to the front and hold it below in the front of the hook. Insert the hook from right to left via a first perpendicular thread. You need to follow a simple stitch pattern for the second pass of the row. Yarn over by grabbing the yarn up, and then keep the hook over from back to the front. You can draw a loop via hook and repeat the process.
 
   Reverse Row:
 
   Work on the reverse row, yarn over the hook and drag your yarn to left only one loop on the hook. You can hold the yarn with the index finger to bring the yarn to the front of your work. Insert hook in the vertical section and keep working on it.
 
   Stitch Pattern 09: Tunisian Diagonal Stitch
 
   The diagonal stitch is a unique variation in the simple stitch. It utilizes the similar mechanism as used in the crossed stitch. You can counterbalance them by adding a regular Tss to the beginning of each row. Push them over and over to create a diagonal pattern.

   Instructions:
 
   To start chain two threads in the desired length and start working on the foundation.
 
   Foundation:
 
   Row One onward: You need to insert hook in the first chain area from the hook and yarn over and draw up a loop. In the same way, insert the hook through the subsequent space, yarn over and draw up a loop. Keep repeating this process to get all chains on the hook.
 
   Row One Backward: Yarn over and draw up one loop, and repeat the process to leave only one loop on the hook.
 
   Stitches:
 
   Row Two Froward: Skip a vertical bar and insert a hook under the second bar and pull a loop just like Tss. Repeat this process and insert the hook under the last loop and pull it up. Yarn over and pull back via one loop. Now yarn over and draw through two loops. You need to work until there is only one loop on the hook.
 
   Row Three Forward: Slot in the hook under next vertical bar and draw up a loop just like Tss. Skip the next loop and insert hook in the next loop and pull it up. Repeat this process and insert the hook under the last loop and draw it up again. 
 
   Row Three Return: Yarn over and drag back through one loop. Yarn over and drag via two loops. Repeat this activity until you get only one loop on the hook. To continue the pattern, you can repeat to two and three rows.
 
   Stitch Pattern 10: The Last Stitch of the Forward Pass
 
   It is really simple, just continue your favorite pattern and work on the last loop of the forward pass as a simple stitch. You can work as a simple stitch by inserting your hook under the front perpendicular bar only for the last stitch. You can follow some simple stitches:
 
   Insert your hook into the stitch under the horizontal thread similar to the Tunisian knit stitch.
 
   The hook will go under the front threads

   Stitch Pattern 11: Magic Loop Technique
 
   Magic loop is a special method to knit small boundary pieces in the round with the help of a long circular needle. The magic loop knitting is done with the help of a needle and a cable of at least 32” or more. You can use 40” cable for your magic loop, but the size will be based on your personal choice.
 
   Steps to Knit Magic Loop
 
   Begin by shedding various stitches on the needle while tying the cable at the end.
 
    [image: Casting on the required number of stitches] 
 
   Carefully move the stitches to the center of the cable and search the middle point. Gently curve the cable to bring some stitches in the center.
 
    [image: Find the middle point in the stitches] 
 
   Gently pull the cable so that the stitches will rest on the needles instead of the cable.
 
    [image: knitting the magic loop] 
 
   Turn the needs to get them in the horizontal direction toward the ground and the first stitch will be very close to you. It is time to hand the tail of yarn down and arrange the working yarn back on the needles.
 
    [image: Turn the needles for the magic loop method] 
 
   Pull the needle out to shift the back stitches on the cable. You need to be very careful while doing this work. Bring the needle back into the initial stitch to interweave.

   Knit the initial set of stitches.
 
    [image: Knit your first set of stitches]

   After knitting the first set, turn your needles to keep unwork stitches close to you and pull the needles out to and let the stitches rest of the cable. Keep your yarn to your back and bring the needle back around and get ready to knit initial stitch.
 
    [image: turn your needles so the unworked stitches are now closest to you] 
 
   After the completion of this set of stitches, you have just completed the one round. Get ready to start the second round as per your needs.
 
    [image: Finishing up knitting in the round using the magic loop method] 
 
   Your magic loop is ready now!!!
 
   Stitch Pattern 12: Double-Ended Hook Twisting (Spiral) Technique
 
   Double-ended hook spiral is a great method and you need a double-ended hook for this pattern. You can work with the help of two strands, and to make your work easy, it will be good to make two yarn balls. You need to work with a center pull ball and run two strands at the same time. You can follow a purl stitch pattern to increase the first few rounds and then work uniformly.

   If you want to design a larger brim, then you will use a larger hook and try different stitch patterns. The first round can be Purl Stitch, next will be Rib stitch and then decorative stitches, and end with Bind of the stitch.  
 
   Advice for the Selection of Hook and Yarn
 
   Try to choose a double-ended hook and use a simpler method to work on the circular technique. It will be good to use a technique in which you are a master. It will help you to make a beautiful pattern. Try to choose a hook according to the quality of yarn you are using. Online hooks are available to buy.
 
   The properties and features of the yarn have a great role in the beauty of pattern; therefore, carefully choose a good quality yarn. You can try different types and qualities of yarn and try to make durable and smooth patterns.
 
   


 
   
  
 

Chapter 3 – Get Started with Beginner Tunisian Stitch Patterns
 
    
 
   After learning the Tunisian basic stitches, you can try different stitching patterns to design scarves, socks, tray covers, etc. Followings are some good patterns that can be tried at home:
 
   Stitch Pattern 13: Beautiful Scarf or Shawl
 
   Things You Need:
 
   •       Superwash Wool with fingering mass, approx 385 yds
 
   •       J Tunisian (Afghan) hook
 
   •       Tapestry needle
 
   Abbreviations:
 
   •       tds = Tunisian double stitch 
 
   •       y/o = yarn over (increase made)
 
   •       lp = loop
 
   •       hk = hook
 
   •       sp = space
 
   •       st = stitch
 
   •       ch = chain
 
   Important Notes:
 
   •       Ch 1 will be at the start of each row and you should count tds.
 
   •       Return rows will be normal, yarn over and pull throughout 1 loop, then yarn over and pull via 2 loops for the residue of row.
 
   •       Yarn-overs, you will get space, count stitches and work accordingly.
 
   •       You should create knitwise, by inserting the hook from front to back, through the fabric.
 
   •       You may not get the perfect semi-circular shape. A good block will help you to get the right design.
 
   Stitch Pattern 14: Pattern to Design Scarf:
 
   Note: Carefully Read Notes
 
   •       Ch 10
 
   •       Row 1: With 1 lp on hk, y/o, drag up a subsequent loop. sk 2 for the last 2 sections
 
   •       Row 2: With 1 lp on hk, tdc in y/o sp,y/o, tdc in next st and y/o sp. sk 2 for the last 2 sections
 
   •       Row 3: With 1 lp on hk, tdc in next st and y/o sp, y/o, tdc in next 2 st and y/o sp. sk 2 for the last 2 sections
 
   •       Row 4: With 1 lp on hk, tdc in next 2 st and y/o sp, y/o, tdc in next 3 st and y/o sp. sk 2 for the last 2 sections 
 
   •       Rows 5: Increase the size with the help of tdc in each tdc, as well as each y/o sp. sk 2 for the last 2 sections
 
   •       Trim/Bind Off Row:
 
   •       Ch 10, sc in 5th ch from hook (counts as dc, ch 2), ch 2, sk 3 st, dc after that st. 
 
   •       You need to follow a pattern like Dc next st, ch 7, sc in 5th ch from hook, sk 3 st, dc next st.

   Stitch Pattern 15: Tunisian Knit Headband
 
   To make the knit headband, read the following notes first:
 
   •       All rows will be normal other than a row with buttonhole.
 
   •       At the place of the buttonhole, you can skip this place. Ch 1 can be revised now.
 
   •       Settle on the size of the buttonhole and decide the type of yarn. A thinner yarn is required for a larger button and starts with Ch 7.
 
   •       M1 is for directions– the hook should be inserted knitwise via space in the stitches.
 
   •       Tks - Tunisian knit stitch 
 
    [image: ] 
 
   Pattern/Formula
 
   •       Ch 5 will be followed
 
   •       Row 1: pick up every loop crossways
 
   •       Row 2 - 5: tks crossways row
 
   •       Row 6:  find middle stitch.  Tks crosswise to middle stitch, M1, tks middle stitch, M1, tks across residual stitches.
 
   •       Rows 7 - 9: tks crossways row
 
   •       Replicate Rows 6 - 9 to get the measurement 3.5" in width.  
 
   •       Gauge the piece from the beginning
 
   The total length of the headband should be restricted to 18”. There is no need to worry if your head is bigger because the yarn can stretch.
 
   •       Row 1:  find middle stitch.  Tks crossways to one stitch previous to the middle stitch.  Skip next stitch, tks middle stitch, skip a subsequent stitch, tks across residual stitches.
 
   •       Row 2 - 4: tks crossways row
 
   •       Repeat Rows 1 - 4 until only 5
 
   •       Complete more line of tks.
 
   •       Buttonhole row  locates the center of the stitch.  Tks across to middle stitch, omit stitch, tks left over stitches. ch 1 for skipped stitch.
 
   •       Work on 2 more rows in tks, with your preferred method, fasten the ends and then cut off the additional thread.
 
   Trim Additional Length:
 
   Ch 1, turn to work the lengthwise side of the headband. Sl st, ch 1.  Repeat for every stitch just about the headband, creating a ch 2 at the corners.  Join with a sl st at the bind off row.  Fasten off.  Sew on a button, and any other add-ons you want.

   Instructions for Section 01:
 
   •       Leave a long tail and make a chain containing 10 stitches
 
   •       Row 1: Pop in a hook in the 2nd chain, Y/O, drag a loop from side to side, work RR.
 
   •       Row 2: Pop in hook in the first Tunisian stitch belongs to Row 1, yarn over, drag a loop from side to side, insert hook through the subsequent chain stitch, drag a loop from side to side, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 3: Deal with Tunisian stitches from Row 2, yarn over, drag a loop from side to side, pop in hook through another chain stitch, drag a loop from side to side, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 4: It is time to work on the first 3 Tunisian stitches in the Row 3, Y/O, drag a loop from side to side, insert hook from side to side to the next chain stitch, drag a loop and, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 5: Now work in first 4 Tunisian stitches from Row 4, Y/O, pull a circle through, slot in hook through after that chain stitch, drag a loop through, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 6: It is the turn of first 5 Tunisian stitches belonged to Row 5, Y/O, drag a circle through, interleave hook through after that chain stitch, drag a loop through, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 7: It is time to deal with the first 6 Tunisian stitches in the Row 6, Y/O, drag a loop from beginning to end, interleave hooks through the subsequent chain stitch, drag a loop from beginning to end, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 8: Nw deal with 7 Tunisian stitches from Row 7, Y/O, pull a loop all the way through, insert hook through the next chain stitch, pull a loop through, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 9: It is time to deal with the first 8 Tunisian stitches from Row 8, Y/O, drag a loop from beginning to end, put hook through the next chain stitch, pull a loop through, Work RR.
 
   Instructions for Section 2:
 
   •       Row 10: It is time to deal with the first Tunisian stitch from Row 9, yarn over and draw a loop through, Practice RR.
 
   •       Row 11: It is time to deal with the first Tunisian Stitch from Row 10, yarn over, draw a loop through, insert hook through the bar of the next Tunisian stitch, pull a loop all the way through, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 12: It is time to deal with the first 2 Tunisian stitches from Row 11, yarn over, draw a loop through, insert hook through the bar of the next Tunisian stitch, pull a loop all the way through, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 13: It is time to deal with the first 3 Tunisian stitches from Row 12, yarn over, pull a loop through, insert hook through the bar of the next Tunisian sew, drag a loop from beginning to end, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 14: It is time to deal with the first 4 Tunisian stitches from Row 13, Y/O, drag a loop from beginning to end, slot in hook through the bar of the next Tunisian stitch, pull a loop through, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 15: It is time to deal with the first 5 Tunisian stitches as of Row 14, Y/O, drag a loop through, insert hook through the bar of the next Tunisian stitch, pull a loop through, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 16: It is time to deal with the first 6 Tunisian stitches from Row 15, yarn over, draw a loop through, insert hook through a bar of the next Tunisian stitch, pull a loop through, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 17: It is time to deal with the first 7 Tunisian stitches from Row 16, yarn over, draw a loop through, insert hook through the bar of the next Tunisian stitch, pull a loop through, Work RR.
 
   •       Row 18: It is time to deal with the first 8 Tunisian stitches from Row 17, yarn over, pull a loop through, insert hook through the bar of the next Tunisian stitch, pull a loop through, Work RR.
